Abstract

This paper investigates the major conceptual and institutional developments in the public sector
financial management, which have been taking place worldwide in the recent decades. Based on literature
review and the authors' insights, the paper outlines the perspectives towards implementation of holistic
strategic financial management in the public sector of the EM countries. EM-specific challenges for defi-
nition of a public sector entity, such as those related to unclear legal and institutional boundaries, ac-
countability and externalities are investigated. The authors explore the impact of an extensive global re-
thinking of the roles and purpose of government on emphasizing its role as a provider of services and
greater expectations in terms of its respective accountability towards users of the public services, stake-
holder groups and society in general and investigate the respective substantial changes to institutional
structures. The mechanism of strategic financial management for improvement of performance of the
public sector is explained. The findings allow concluding that integrated financial management and inte-
grated reporting throughout the public sector may become important factor for holistic viewing of com-
munity interests and development potential contributing to safeguarding a wide spectrum of community
rights, interests and opportunities in the EM countries.

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Abstract
The conceptual basis for assessing the social and economic efficiency of new high-speed lines is
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the comprehensive consideration of all external effects from the implementation of the investment project
(economic and non-economic) that do not affect the cost parameters of the project participants. The aim
of the work is to develop a system of indicators for assessing the socio-economic efficiency of the strate-
gy for the development of high-speed urban transport.

In work the existing methods of social and economic efficiency estimation are studied; the ad-
vantages of magneto-levitation technology are investigated; factors of competitiveness of high-speed city
transport and priorities of a choice of a kind of city transport are generalized; the notion of "strategy for
the development of high-speed urban transport” is specified. Of particular importance is the development
of this system of indicators for magnetic-levitational transport, which is distinguished by such advantages
as the impossibility of derailment, greater route speed, hence less time travel, less noise and vibration than
LRT and metro, complete absence of dust.

Abstract
